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Introduction (Target Date: Friday 5th September)
Tell us something about yourself, your background and your developing identity as a teacher.  Why did you decide to become a teacher and why did you choose your subject specialism or major?
Why did you want to come to the UK on the international placement project and what are your expectations?  
Context (Target Date: Friday 5th September)
Describe Comberton Vilage College – the geographical setting, distinctive philosophy and material circumstances of the school.  These can be drawn from other sources, but also include your own impressions and reactions.
What is your understanding of educational dialogue?
What role does educational dialogue play in your specialist subject?  What opportunities might there be for the development of educational dialogue?
What aspects of the TTT Toolbox interest you and might be useful in your subject teaching?
Motivation, focus and questions (Target Date: Wednesday 17th September)
The focus of your inquiry will be the role of educational dialogue, or how to encourage educational dialogue, in a specific setting, in your subject.
· What is the rationale for this inquiry?  
· Is there a particular challenge that you are trying to address or explore?
· What aspects of theory have you drawn on in developing this understanding?
· Now try and construct a research question or focus. This might take the form of:
· “How can [some strategy] improve the quality of educational dialogue in [your subject, or a specific topic] with students aged [how old]?”  
· “How does [a specific strategy] improve student learning outcomes for [students aged …] in [a specific topic]?
· This might become your title as well.
Inquiry Activities and Data (Target Date: Wed 24th September, earlier if possible)
If you are working with a particular class, describe them.  Think about the idea of ‘portrayal’ (‘painting a picture’) of the class in a way that other teachers would understand.
Before (“Baseline”):   What data can you collect about existing practice?  This might include:
· Observations
· Structured observations (for example, using parts of the T-SEDA toolkit)
· Examples of student work
· Informal interviews with students
· Teacher observations and insights
During:  What changes to practice can you make? 
These might include:
· Using a specific strategy from the TTT toolbox
· Using a resource that you’ve identified or developed
· Restructuring a task (check with the class teacher!)
These might be very small-scale “high leverage” changes, but might have significant impact on learning. 
Did you create your own resources, data collection, observation templates or analysis tools? If so, these can be included as appendices to the report.
Ethical considerations and relationships (Target Date: Wednesday 24th September)
· What ethical issues did you need to consider and how did you address them?
· Were there any issues relating to your professional role and relationship with participants?
· Who did you need to communicate with or involve for the project to succeed?
· How did you ensure your students and colleagues were safeguarded (e.g. e-safety, compliance with school’s safeguarding policies, data protection and confidentiality)?
Findings (Target Date: Thursday 2ndth October)
· What did you observe, record or measure (at each stage)?  What data did you collect to show effects?  Again, this might include:
· Observations
· Structured observations (for example, using parts of the T-SEDA toolkit)
· Examples of student work
· Informal interviews with students
· Teacher observations and insights
· What analysis did you do to identify patterns, trends, changes or anomalies in your data?
· Were there any unexpected observations during the inquiry?
· What answers emerged to the inquiry question(s)?
· What  evidence – and how strong is it - was there for any changes you observed?
Changes to practice (Target Date: Thursday 2ndth October)
· Did you take any actions as a result of your observations and findings? 
· Did you collect any more evidence after making changes?
· In what ways would you change your teaching because of what you have found?
A key question here is “What would you tell another teacher if you were trying to encourage them to use what you have found?”
Reflective evaluation on the process (Target Date: Thursday 2ndth October)
If possible, talk to the class teacher, share what you have found, and get their feedback.
· Which parts of the inquiry process worked well, and why? 
· Were there any disappointments or surprises?
· What were the supportive conditions for success in carrying out the project?
· Were there any external challenges in conducting the inquiry?
· What challenges did developing your practice and thinking pose for you as a practitioner? What was new for you?
· What might you have done differently? What advice might you give to others conducting a similar inquiry?
· Have you developed any useful new skills?
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
